One of the first Tanneries in
Pennsylvania was that of John
Rhoads who came to America in
1699 and purchased land in Marple
Township. When he died in 1701
and left his land to his son Joseph,
who established a tanyard there in
1702.

The entire operation was moved to

larger quarters in the industrial city

of Wilmington, Delaware in the late
190 century.

It is still in business and is
considered the one of oldest
companies in the United States.

He returned to Europe
in the early 18 century and studied
medicine in Scotland. He returned
to Marple and built his home in

1742.

He was also the owner of a mill
along trout run in Marple.

His son Bernardus married

at the Battle of Paol..

Dr. Van Leer practiced medicine
until he passed away at the age of
103
